GOOD FRIDAY: A CALL TO PRAYER FOR UKRAINE: 15th APRIL 2022: The Bishops of England
and Wales have agreed to insert an intercession for peace during the Intercessions in the Solemn
Liturgy of the Passion on Good Friday this year. The bishops also invite every parish to set aside
a dedicated time of prayer for peace during the Sacred Triduum in spiritual solidarity with all
those who suffer as a result of war or violence.
